Friendly Kid’s Corner

· Description of Program
· Friendly Kid’s Corner (FKC) offers all day, quality care for two - six year olds, Monday through Friday from 6:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m. The program is offered year round. 

· The program is licensed by the state and has a capacity for seventy children. A weekly fee is set based on medium market value. Scholarships are offered to families in need based on their family size and household income and letters of request. FKC accepts children whose fees are paid by Iowa Department of Human Services.

· The children and families enrolled in the Friendly Kid's Corner have the opportunity to utilize the programs and services offered by Friendly House, including our Family Services (emergency assistance, basic need services, educational and camp scholarships) and Senior Services. This union between our centers will allow the children of the off-site program to use the Friendly House facility for activities, outings and programs, such as the Friendly House gymnasium, ceramics room, gardening area, computer lab, playground equipment and outdoor pavilion.  

· Friendly Kid’s Corner uses an approved research based curriculum called Creative Curriculum.  The Friendly Kid's Corner program is theme-based and the curriculum offers opportunities for social, emotional, physical and intellectual development. Emphasis is placed on meeting and exceeding the school readiness benchmarks established by the Davenport Community School District. Each child in the four year old class will be evaluated through the Davenport Community School District Kindergarten Readiness Screening Tool in the fall and again at the end of the program year.

· Why this program is vital to the mission of FH
· The mission of Friendly House is to respond to the needs of families and individuals through programs and services that will enrich their lives and strengthen our neighborhoods. Children that receive a solid foundation for education will have a greater capacity for developing a life long love of education and the skills to needed for educational and career attainment.

· Friendly Kids Corner is outstanding in that it combines quality and affordability. The program provides the participants the opportunity to be involved in activities and experiences that promote physical, emotional, and intellectual development, as well as community involvement and positive social interaction. The children are exposed to diverse recreational and educational experiences at a cost that is affordable to all families.
· How it is funded
· The weekly fee for Friendly Kid’s Corner is $140.00. The FKC site accepts children who are supported through Iowa Department of Human Services and participates in the Childcare Scholarship Program. Discounts are available for multiple children. Fees are collected on a weekly basis.  Fees are based on market value and scholarship provisions based on need. Program participates in the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP)
